Premise:

Alex gets on the phone with the landlord; ends up being an argument. They get kicked out of their apartment and need to find a new place to live.


<FADE IN. DELTA IS ON COUCH, WATCHING TV. ALEX IS IN BG ON PHONE.>

ALEX: Uh-huh. Yeah. Umm. No. What? I’m not paying rent eight months early! Damage deposit? What the [bleep]?!? What?!? [bleep] you! You [bleep] [bleep]! I’ll [long bleep]!

(Phone clicks)

DELTA: Who were you on the phone with, Alex?

ALEX: Oh, you know, just the landlord.

DELTA: OK, let me get this straight. You just cussed out our landlord?

ALEX: Yeah, I hate landlords.

DELTA: What a coincidence, I hate you.

ALEX: Well, we all have our pet peeves.

<INTRO>

<FADE IN, ALEX AND DELTA ARE BARRICADING THE DOOR.>

DELTA: So, what do you suggest to do about this situation?

ALEX: Huh? Situation?

DELTA: Are you totally stupid?

ALEX: Well…

DELTA: On second thought, don’t answer that. Just help me barricade the door. We do not want the landlord paying us a little visit right now.

ALEX: Why not?

DELTA: Shut up and help me with this.

<FADE TO SHOT OF CLOCK, SPINNING QUICKLY, TO SIGNIFY TIME PASSING. FADE TO DELTA AND ALEX SWEATING, DOOR COVERED IN FURNITURE, ROOM MOSTLY BARE.>

(Knock on door)

DELTA: [bleep]

LANDLORD: What the hell is wrong with you [bleep] kids!?! I’ll [bleep] kill you! [very long bleep]

(Lots of footsteps)

<LANDLORD ON STREET, PICKS UP A ROCK. THROWS IT.>

(Glass shattering)

<A ROCK FLIES THROUGH THE ROOM AND HITS ALEX. HE PICKS IT UP AND NOTICES TWO GLUED ON GOOGLY EYES.>

ALEX: I’ve been looking for you Rocky! But why’d you have to come through the window? That thing costs money. Do you know what money is?

<DELTA SLAPS ALEX.>

ALEX: But Delta, don’t you remember Rocky?

DELTA: Err…

< ALEX’S MEMORY: PICKS UP A ROCK, GLUES ON EYES, PUTS A “MY NAME IS” STICKER ON IT THAT SAYS ROCKY. DELTA’S MEMORY: “ADWIAAAAAAN!”>

DELTA: So what the hell does Sylvester Stallone have to do with…

<INTERUPTED BY A KNOCK ON THE DOOR> 

LL: Open the [bleep] up!

<DELTA AND ALEX LOOK AT EACH OTHER>

<FADE TO DELTA AND ALEX WALKING DOWN THE STREET>

DELTA: What the [bleep] Alex!?!

ALEX: Hey hey, don’t say that, it’s inappropriate.

DELTA: Oh, you’re one to talk, Mr. “I’mgonnacussoutourlandlordandseeifhekicksusoutbecauseima[bleeeeeeep]”

ALEX: Come on now, haven’t I told you about the ten times, and only ten times it’s ok to say [bleep]?

DELTA: What?

<FADE TO ALEX’S THOUGHTS. EACH EVENT HAS AN ANIMATION FOR IT, OF THE PERSON.>

ALEX: 1) "What the [bleep] was that?" - Mayor of Hiroshima

2) "Where did all these [bleep]ing Indians come from?" - Custer

3) "Any [bleep]ing idiot could understand that." - Einstein

4) "It does SO [bleep]ing look like her!" - Picasso

5) "How the [bleep] did you work that out?" - Pythagoras

6) "You want WHAT on the [bleep]ing ceiling?" - Michelangelo

7) "I don't suppose it's gonna [bleep]ing rain." - Joan of Arc

8) "Scattered [bleep]ing showers... my ass!" - Noah

9) "I need this parade like I need a [bleep]ing hole in my head!" - J.F.K.

10) "Who the [bleep] is going to know?" - Bill Clinton
